This is the order in which we teach your child all the letters and sounds within the English language. 

We call the sounds with single letters, phonemes. The sounds where two letters are needed to produce single sound, digraphs. Where three letters are used for a sound we call these tri-graphs. 
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Once your child can recognise satpin we encourage them to read and write words by segmenting (chopping words into the sounds eg p-a-t and later on d-u-ck) and blending (saying all the phonemes in a word in order to say the whole word. Therefore knowing that p-a-t makes pat.)
A further 25+ are taught next 
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
